Object: DIRECTIVE IMPLEMENTING the safety protocol, prot. n° 87 of 06/08/2020: fundamental hygiene rules that must be adopted in all areas of the school
THE HEAD MISTRESS
SEEN the memorandum of understanding to guarantee the beginning of the school year respecting the safety rules for limiting the diffusion of the Covid 19, published with the prot. n°87 of 06/08/2020;
OBSERVING the prescriptions contained in the document aimed to prevent the diffusion of the virus,

SEEN the note n°1436 of 13/08/2020 having as object: Verbal transmission CTS and indications to school Managers, with annex the extract of the CTS’s verbal of 12/08/2020;
SEEN the COVID -19 ISS report, n°19/2020;
HEARD the RSPP’s opinion, the competent medical doctor, the RLS and of the DSGA;

DISPOSES
ART. 1

Access and permanence rules in school buildings

For all those who access the school premises (student, school staff, parent and staff outside the school administration) the following standards: 
1. Access to the school premises with a mask positioned on mouth and nose
2. Access to the school premises by parents or outsiders only by appointment, in observation of the following criteria set out in the memorandum of understanding:
a. Ordinary use of distant communications;
b. Limitation of access to cases of actual administrative, managerial and operational need, possibly after booking and relative programming;

c. Regular registration of admitted visitors, with indications, for each of them, of personal data (name, surname, date of birth, place of residence), of the relative telephone numbers, as well as the date of access and the time spent.
3. Obligation to respect all the Authorities’ dispositions and of the Head Teacher, and in particular:

a. Undergo body temperature detection and hand sanitation at the school entry (all the teachers and the ATA, any parent, anyone outside the school administration);
b. Maintain physical distancing of at least one meter (ANYBODY, except children under the age of 6) and respect the horizontal and vertical signs;
c. Observe the rules of hand hygiene inside the premises and behave correctly in terms of general hygiene (EVERYBODY);
d. Use of a mask in every situation in which one metre distancing is not guaranteed (students of age not less than 6 years and the school staff)
;
e. Use of a mask for the entire period of stay in the school building (parents and outsiders);
f. Together with the mask or in momentaneous alternative (if necessary, uncover entirely face), kindergarten teachers use the plexiglass visor to protect eyes and face
g. For staff working with pupils with disabilities, the use of additional personal protective equipment is envisaged: the teacher can use, together with the mask, gloves and Plexiglas’s visors. In the application of the preventive and protective measures, the type of disability and ulterior eventual indications given by the student’s family or by the medical doctor should necessarily be taken into consideration
4. Obligation to remain at home in the presence of temperatures above 37.5° or other flu-like symptoms and to call the family doctor and the health authority (ANYONE)

5. Prohibition to enter or to stay in the  school premises, where conditions of danger exists after entry (flu-like symptoms, temperature above 37.5°, coming from risk zones or contact with people who have been positive to the virus in the previous 14 days, etc.) Established by the competent health Authorities (ANYONE)
6. Obligation for every worker to promptly inform the Head master or her delegate of the presence of any flu-like symptom during the performance of their work or the presence of symptoms in the students present inside the Institute
7. The awareness and acceptance of the fact of not being able to enter or not being able to stay in the school premises and to have to promptly declare where, even after the entry, subsists conditions of danger (flu symptoms, temperature, coming from risk zones or contact with people positive to the virus in the previous 14 days, etc.)
8. The awareness and acceptance of the fact of not being able to enter or not being able to stay in the school premises and having to declare it promptly if you have been in quarantine or home isolation in the last 14 days 

9. The entrance of the staff and of students already tested positive for the COVID-19 infection must be preceded by a prior communication having as object the medical certification which proves the negativity of the swab according to the modalities provided and issued by the competent territorial prevention department.
10. The commitment to comply with all the provisions of the authorities and the employer in school accessing (in particular, to maintain the security distance, respect the rules of hygiene of the hands and behaving correctly in terms of hygiene)

11. The commitment to promptly and responsibly inform the head master or one his substitutes of the presence of any flu-like symptom during the performance of work, taking care to remain at an adequate distance from the people present.
